• The title of thesis with a single line spacing in the middle of the line (in capital 

letters, without a period at the end): Times New Roman font, 14 point, bold.  

• The list of used sources is printed after 1 interval under the text of theses, the design 

is in accordance with the established requirements of DSTU 8302:2015), references 

to which in the text are mandatory.  

• Authors are responsible for the material covered in the theses, academic 

supervisors are responsible for the students' materials.
